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Before You Enroll

- Confirm state rules: Find your state real estate commission and verify age,

  education, residency, background check, and pre-licensing hour requirements.

- Budget the process: Plan for pre-licensing education, exam fees, fingerprinting,

  application fees, brokerage onboarding, MLS/association dues, and first-month

  business tools.

- Pick your school: Choose a state-approved provider with practice exams, clear

  completion certificates, and a schedule you can actually finish.

Study and Exam Prep

- Block study time: Schedule 60-90 minute study blocks at least five days per week

  until the coursework and exam prep are complete.

- Use practice exams: Take practice tests until your score is consistently above

  your state exam target. Review every missed question.

- Prepare documents: Keep your course certificate, ID, fingerprint receipt,

  background check documents, and application confirmation in one folder.

After You Pass

- Interview brokerages: Ask about splits, fees, lead sources, training, mentorship,

  tech stack, culture, and what new agents are expected to do daily.

- Launch your database: Build your initial contact list before your license is

  active so you can announce properly and start follow-up immediately.

- Set your first 90-day plan: Prospecting, scripts, CRM setup, daily schedule, and

  accountability matter more than logos and business cards.
